
Pearl Harbor HI: WW2 Swamp Ghost On Exhibit

The Pacific Aviation Museum now shows the restored vintage B17 bomber that was recently
recovered on New Guinea. Named Swamp Ghost, it was shot down while on a raid of Japanese
positions in 1942. All crew members survived and were taken to American forces by friendly
natives.
